RESERVATIONS

Societies are accommodated Monday to Friday and at weekends only by special arrangement. Reservations
must be confirmed in writing and with a completed booking form. Due to high demand provisional
bookings will be held in the absence of a deposit. A deposit of £100.00 is required at time of confirmation
and we request that you inform us of your choice of menu at this time however, amendments can be
catered for if we are given sufficient time.

Electric buggies are available but need to be booked in advance with the Pro Shop. Call 01892 653877.

NUMBERS

The minimum number of Society members is 12. Cancellation within four weeks of the booked date may
result in a loss of deposit. Final numbers must be notified at least 7 days prior to the day or full payment
will be charged in the event of a shortfall in numbers on the day.

ARRIVAL
The clubhouse opens at 7.30 am and upon arrival, the Society Organiser is requested to report to the “Pro
Shop” to confirm arrangements for the day.

TEES
